With a PhD in History from the Universitat Autònoma de Barcelona (UAB) and 
the Università di Bologna (2011), Steven Forti is currently a lecturer in the Department of 
Modern and Contemporary History at the UAB.  
His PhD thesis, entitled El peso de la nación. Nicola Bombacci, Paul Marion y Óscar Pérez 
Solís en la Europa de entreguerras, was awarded with the first Prize Cátedra Juana de Vega 
(2012) and the second prize Miguel Artola (2012). Between 2014 and 2022, Forti was  
researcher at the Institute of Contemporary History (IHC) of the NOVA University of 
Lisbon.  
Forti’s investigations are oriented towards the political history and political thought of 
the XX and XXI century, from the perspective of comparative and transnational history. 
A member of the Editorial Staff of Spagna Contemporanea, Rivista il Mulino, Tiempo 
Devorado. Revista de Historia Actual and Suite française. Rivista di cultura e politica, Forti 
collaborates with several journals of contemporary history in Italy and Spain and several 
newspapers and magazines, with contributions on the political and cultural situation in 
Europe.
